Remember you must have a MINIMUM OF FOUR EXAMPLES FOR EACH SUPPORT.
Remember you must group examples that fall into the same category. (as IB1, IB2, and IB3 are grouped above)

Outlines will be graded on a 100-point basis (with sources).  The grade will be determined by evaluating the quality of the sentence structure for the thesis and 5 supports as well as correct use of spelling, mechanics, content, sequence, style and format throughout the entire outline. 

The Full Sentence Outline
Your next step in the creation of the research paper is to create a “blueprint” for your paper.  This blueprint will be done in full sentence outline form.  Every sentence in your outline reveals the structure of your research paper.  Therefore it is essential that you remember - YOU ARE MAKING FINAL DECISIONS NOW.  

You will begin by getting out your preliminary outline to see if it still works.  Did you find examples that fit under the supports?  Do you need to revise your supports to better fit the examples you found?  Do you need to change the order of the supports?  Have you worded your supports as well as you possibly can? Does the thesis still cover all you will include in your paper?  Now is the time to make final revisions in your thesis and supports.

Next, divide your example cards into piles.  Put all the support one cards together, then the support two cards, etc.  After the cards are divided, read each one and decide what order you will put the examples into by arranging these cards in a good sequence.  Some cards may need to be grouped if you have two or more cards that give information about the same subcategory.  

If you have cards that overlap or don’t even fit any of your supports, put them aside.  Now count your cards.  Most people will have between 30 - 40 cards that they can use.  You must have at least 20 examples (4 cards or more for each support). PAPERS WITH FEWER THAN 20 EXAMPLES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.

Now you are ready to complete the full sentence outline.  It will look like the model on the back.  

Here’s how to proceed.
1.  Write a title for your paper as the title for the top line of the paper.

2.  Below the title, write your thesis.

3.  Below the thesis, write your first support.

4.  Below the first support, write one sentence that is either the lead-in from your first example card or a one 
sentence summary of the first example card.  DO NOT COPY THE ENTIRE CARD.  If your lead-in


is a complete sentence, use it.  If not, you’ll have to write the one sentence summary.  Either way, I 


should have a good idea of what I’ll learn in your example by reading this sentence on your outline.

5.  Repeat step 4 until you have finished with all the example cards you have for support one.  Then do 


supports 2, 3, 4, and 5.

As you write the sentence lead-in or summary for each card, add the alphabetical letter that the example will be listed under directly on the example card.  In other words, you’ll be putting an A, B, C, D, E, etc. on the right corner of each example card - right under the support number that is already in the right corner of the card.  Do this, so that if you drop your cards, you’ll be able to put them back in order quickly.

Remember, EVERY PART OF YOUR OUTLINE MUST BE IN COMPLETE SENTENCE FORM.
